Allotment Rents

A discussion took place regarding the necessity to raise the allotment rents slightly to meet the extra costs incurred by the parish council for grass cutting and hedge trimming on the allotment site.  It was agreed to add this to the next finance meeting for a decision and Clerk to let the Allotments Association know that the rents may be raised. 
Boustead Hill Fencing (Marsh Side)

The fence is on the Marsh side of Boustead Hill is in a bad state of repair.  Highways have visited and it has been agreed that it is their responsibility.  Clerk to ask Cllr Allison if he can chase this up. 

Play Area Equipment 

Cllrs Ferriby and Ghey have contacted three companies for plans and quotes for upgrading the play area.  It was agreed to accept Kompan’s quote which is in the region of £17244.90 excluding VAT.  Thanks were given to Carlisle District Cllrs Mckerrell and Collier who have donated £400 and £300 respectively from their allocation towards play equipment costs.  
Footbridge near Rifle Range

The wood has been purchased but the repair has not been carried out.  Cllr Sealby to chase up Mr Pape to see when he can repair the fence.
Highways Problems updates

· 30mph repeater signs

CCCllr Allison has confirmed this is on the list to be assessed.

Residents have asked for some action to stop the problem of speeding at the east end of the village.  This has also been passed onto CCCllr Allison Trevor.
· Drainage


CCClr Allison sent a report to say that residents of Moorhouse have been in touch with him regarding flooding towards the middle of the village and they are to send photographs.  
· Overhanging hedges

Overhanging hedge in Moorhouse which is encroaching on the pavement.  Clerk to ask CCCllr Allison if Highways can arrange for this to be trimmed back.

Cllr Sealby suggested putting an information sheet reminding parishioners of important telephone numbers etc throughout the parish as an inset into the parish magazine.  Cllr Ditch to ask the church warden for a quote for printing the sheets.
