Welcome Cllr Ditch welcomed everyone to the Meeting

Chairmans Announcements – The Insurance Company have been E Mailed again regarding the Claim for the Demolition of the Bus Shelter in Burgh as although the Amount of compensation has been agreed , no money has been received. The Clerk will endeavour to get the information regarding services to install the Speed Device as required by the Highways. Advice from the Planning Authority regarding the protocol for comments regarding Application 20/0695 was that although this is a new Application the existing Planning position has to be taken into account and although no comment was made regarding the Garage before, a comment would be admissable. 
Declaration of interests: Cllrs Metcalfe and Sealby declared a prejudicial interest
Adjournment for Public Participation. 7.10 - 718  Clr Mecalfe made comments regarding the height of the building as opposed to that of the previously planned garage, the potential damage to the Tree roots and that this is a new build it is not simply a change of use.He also mentioned  the impact that this would have for the residents of Beech Croft when this was in the process of being built and wondered whether any limit to the building hours could be imposed. Councillor Sealby commented that this new build would impact on the old and vunerable drainage system of the Village. Councillors discussed the meaning of an Annex and whether one could be detached.
Accounts: Bank reconcilliation, Income and Expenditure reports,Funds available and Risk Assessment. Alll Councillors were in favour of accepting these reports

Objections
· Although this proposed free standing build is approximately on the site of a garage on the original Plan (18/0101) the dimensions are different resulting in shading  it would vary in height from a single story garage to a that of a house with a ridge height of 5.6m.

·  It would only be 2 Meters from adjacent properties and would overshadow and diminish their natural light as the main living areas  would face this building.

·  The additional drainage would impact on the already overloaded and inadequate mains sewerage system of the village and more run off

·  This new build would allow for independent living as a detached unit from the main dwelling. 
Observations
· Not all measurements are depicted on the Plans - either the Site Plan or those of the proposed building.

· This building would damage the root system of very large trees on to the North of this proposed building that directly face this buildings main windows  just comments

· Very large mature trees face are sited directly to the North of this proposed building as shown on the submitted Plan so impeding the view of open fields mentioned in the Statement provided by the Applicant
As it would be difficult to visualize the scale and position of the proposed building, Burgh Parish Council ask for a site visit.
